3.2 Changing parts procedure

3.2.2 Replacing Torch body

® Removing the torch body

(1) Remove the packing.
(2) Loosen the clamping bolt.
(3) The torch body has two kinds of structure. Check
model number of the torch.
(a) For YT-18CS4 series andYT-20CS4 series, turn
the torch body to direction shown in the figure by
90 degree and pull it.
